Chairperson’s Report to the April 2, 2008 Area Service Committee of SacFNA

Guidelines for our Service Structure

A working group of two—Max & Terry--met here during last month’s admin meeting to work on guidelines for
coordinators and task leaders for our task-based, flexible service structure. They made substantial progress,
completing a draft of the guidelines for the 3 coordinators. They will continue to work on the 31 Wednesday each
month (here, 7 pm) until the task is complete. Your participation is welcome.

H&I

AR H &I subcommittee’s recommendation for establishing a “Greater Sacramento H & I Committee” that would
serve all of Sacramento and Yolo Counties and both Sac Fellowship & American River Areas will be presented at AR’s
May ASC along with alternative plans to divide services and responsibilities. With your permission, I'd like to request
that they present this body with the same, okay?

Inventories: Group & ASC

It occurred to the admin team that an Area-level inventory would be most effective if it were preceded by group-level
inventories. For your consideration, the agenda packet includes questions your group may want to use to conduct
your own group inventory in your April business meeting and a set of questions for an Area inventory we’d like you
to conduct in your May business meeting and bring back to the June ASC. We’d appreciate your input.

Noise and Literature

As you know, the acoustics in this room are difficult. Thank you for standing and using your outdoor voice when
addressing the group and keeping chair noise and side conversations to a minimum. Since the bags of literature seem
to raise the noise level just as we're trying to wrap up business, we ask that you leave these out in the foyer until we're
done or if your order is ready at break, you might run it out to your car. Thanks for your cooperation.

Liaisons

In reviewing the proposal log Eric’s created, we noticed that we’d failed to fulfill the May 2007 proposal “To send
liaisons from SacFNA to the following ARANA subcommittees: Public information, H & I, Outreach, Newsletter,
Unity Day.” If I recall correctly—and don’t count on that!—we passed around a clipboard, but didn’t have volunteers
for each committee. I have been serving as the H & I liaison; Kevin has been serving as our liaison to PI, Eric and
Ann M. had done so previously. These two committees coordinate the services we've asked to do cooperatively, so
seemed to be our top priorities. My question for you: Do you want additional liaisons to these other committees or to
ARASC? We can discuss this during brainstorming.

Reports

We were wondering if some admin reports might simply appear in your agenda packets and not be read and
commented on during the ASC, except to answer any questions. For example, Randy pointed out that his reports are
always fairly simple: “We purchased this much literature, sold this much literature, etc.” Could we streamline the
reports section of our meeting by simply asking if you have any questions of our trusted servants with brief & direct
reports—typically the literature person, treasurer, policy and procedures person, and admin assistant? This would
require that you look over the agenda packet prior to the meeting or as the meeting gets underway. I'll follow
whatever direction comes out of brainstorming on this.

We continued the postering activity in Rancho Cordova; we updated the poster with only the 800 number, made the
poster larger and printed the poster on green and gold colored paper which reduced the cost to $12.38. The people who
participated in the activity had a good time and got good responses from businesses. We found that a good new location
for the posters was check cashing places. Laundry mats continue to be good locations. We put one up in a business that
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provided drug testing as well as several liquor stores. We went back and checked on 10 locations in the area and 4 of
those 10 still had posters up. 3 of those 4 had all or most of the helpline number tabs missing. We put up new posters in
those locations. We believe this effort is truly working and would like to see the groups get more involved. We figure if we
can get someone from your group to commit to taking on the task of postering locations near your group then we can
cover more area in less time. I'd like to get some feed back from the GSRs on this idea.

We are moving forward with the Information Pamphlet literature going into hospital emergency rooms. The stamp was
ordered and arrived for stamping the NA IP'S. We have a task group member who will be heading up on this task in the
next week or so.
