Chairperson’s Report to the August 6, 2008 Area Service Committee of SacFNA 

I ♥ a Well-Staffed PI Booth! 

We were invited to jointly host a public information booth along with American River PI at a health fair in McClatchy 
Park. Unfortunately, the invitation came just after our last ASC so I was not able to let you in on the fun. I had to quickly 
scrabble to recruit volunteers. Impressively, SEVEN volunteers stepped up to the plate at the Tuesday night meeting at 
Oak Park Fellowship and I was joined by two members of the admin team.  Each committed to be of service and staff the 
booth for an hour or two. A good time was had by all and I think it demonstrated the potential of task-based service for 
providing short-term opportunities to serve.  

Next such opportunity: Cosumnes River College on Tuesday, September 9, from 10 am to 2 pm. If one of you is able 
and willing to coordinate this task, that would be swell. If not, may I have your permission to recruit someone? If you or 
someone you know would like to help, please contact me! 

H & I 

As you may know, American River Area Service Committee made the decision to suspend discussion of shared H & I 
services within the Greater Sacramento area. Further, they’ve directed their H & I Subcommittee to scale back support 
for H & I meetings outside AR’s geographic boundaries, transitioning support for facilities in Woodland and South of the 
American River to the Sacramento Fellowship.   

I want to assure you that the members of the AR H & I Subcommittee have been preparing for this change and the 
transition will be smooth. It’s unlikely that addicts within these facilities will even notice a difference—the same crew of 
coordinators and other volunteers will continue to bring meetings in. Their commitment, after all, is to serve Narcotics 
Anonymous and carry the NA message to addicts in facilities.  

That said, we will have to organize a working group to support this good work, establish business practices that work for 
us, and revisit our budget. Proposal 7 sketches out a timeline for establishing H & I services in our Area for your 
consideration. 

Refining our Process for Consensus Decision Making 

We tackled the final piece of our Area inventory at last month’s ASC, using 4 processes: brainstorming, clarifying, 
advocating, and canvassing.  This “focusing four” did require the investment of considerable time and energy; some 
would argue that it took too much time! Thank you for your patience.  

I assure you that we did not and will not spend time debating trivial matters.  CDM, however, is central to how we do 
business and critical to maintaining the culture and atmosphere we’ve created here. As pioneers forging a new road for 
NA decision making, it’s important that we pause to reflect and refine as we learn.  

I’ve incorporated the changes that seemed to hold the widest appeal into a proposed revision of page 2 of our guidelines. 
(If you’re reading this online, it’s somewhere in this packet. At the ASC, I’ll have it for you as a separate handout, printed 
in color.) These include some additional precautions and suggestions should a decision need more time and they simplify 
the criteria for the block/red card. We’ll consider these proposed changes in Proposal #6.  

While there was sizeable interest in going to a 3 card system, consensus was not readily apparent. That may be because 
we haven’t actually used our cards in sometime. We’ll give them a good workout in the next ASC or two and can revisit 
this issue as a later date, okay? Okay!

SacFNA Vice Chairpersons Report 
 
I attended the ARANA Public Information sub-committee meeting.  There were only 5 in attendance including myself. They 
have lots of open positions for those interested.  The topic of discussion was how the schedule and helpline will be affected 
since ARANA has defined boundaries of what there area is.  ARANA PI will continue to publish any meeting that wants to 
be in their schedule and those meetings will also be used on the helpline. In addition, PI asked that we publish their meetings 
in our schedule as well.  
 

The admin team asked me to look into what it would take for this area to set up a helpline service. There is a web-based 
service called “One Box” that facilitates all needs associated with running a helpline. ARANA uses this service as well as 
other areas. The cost is $87.00 per month for the One Box service plus whatever phone service cost.  I will get cost on both a 



standard phone service as well as a “Toll Free” service.  There is the initial set up of the program which is a bit intensive and 
then maintaining the system after that is relatively easy. I am getting a demonstration of One Box and I will report more next 
month.  Help line timeslots would be broken down to 1 hour increments and would require up to 168 volunteers for a 
24hr/7day period. 
 

I looked in the white page listings in the phone book and there are three listings under Narcotics Anonymous. One is an 800 
number for the ARANA, one is a disconnected number for ARANA and the other is an 800 number for the Central Sierra 
area. Based on how these are listed, a caller would not know what area they called until the call is connected. 
 

Based on the information that I have so far, I feel that it is feasible for this area to have its own helpline. Your feed back 
would be appreciated

SacFNA-ASC & BOD Guidelines    
Adopted November 7, 2007. 

SECTION FIVE: Decision Making & Voting Policies 

Article I - Quorum 

No decision shall be valid and no decision can be made by the committee without a quorum. The formation of 
a quorum requires 50% of eligible voting members present.  

Article II – Consensus Decision Making 

A. SacFNA-ASC will conduct business through consensus-based decision making. If consensus cannot 
be reached after a reasonable amount of debate and discussion (including small group discussion 
when appropriate) as determined by the ASC Chair, the Chair can either delay the decision until the 
next ASC meeting, thus allowing time for further reading, reflection, and home group discussion, can 
call for a vote of eligible voting participants, or can declare the proposal dead. A sizeable number of 
abstentions may indicate a need for additional time or insufficient support for the decision. If a 
significant number of voting members choose to abstain from a decision, the facilitator may wish to 
inquire about this choice, giving members a chance to register their concerns, suggest amendments to 
the proposal, or request more time.  

B. When the call for consensus on a proposal is made, ASSENT will indicate support of a proposal, all 
things considered. Assent does not indicate that you may agree with every aspect of a proposal, but 
that you… 

a. have heard the discussion,  

b. have had a chance to participate in the process of finalizing the proposal, and  

c. are prepared to support the final proposal.  

C. DISSENT can be registered in 3 degrees: 

a. Assent with Reservations if you are willing to let a proposal pass but want to register your 
concerns  

i. Do so by raising your hand and, when called on by the facilitator, simply saying 
“Assent with Reservations.” The assumption is that the reservations have been heard 
already, and you are simply noting that you can support the proposal and continue to 
have these reservations. 

ii. If there are significant reservations about a proposal, the body may choose to modify 
or re-word it. 

b. Stand Aside if you have a serious personal disagreement with a proposal, but are willing to 
let the proposal pass.    

i. The concerns of group members standing aside are usually addressed by 
modifications to the proposal.  

ii. A sizable number of Stand Asides (~33% or more) of those present will indicate that a 
consensus to adopt the proposal is too weak. The proposal is then either dropped or 
delegated to the maker of the proposal or a Working Group for reconsideration. 

c. Block:  A rare and extreme form of dissent taken only if you honestly believe that one of the 
Traditions or Concepts is directly violated by a proposal or that some very fundamental moral 
position principle would be violated.  

i. A GSR who blocks must be able to articulate which Tradition, Concept or spiritual 
principle fundamental to NA is violated by the proposal. should note any specific 
objections to the proposal that have not already been registered in the discussion. 

ii. If consensus is blocked or no reasonable consensus can be reached, the group stays 
with whatever the previous decision was on the subject or does nothing.  

iii. We will apply the “Unanimity minus five” (or U-5) system which recognizes the ability 
of 5 or more GSRs to actively block a decision.
